Ceres (pronounced ‘series’) was founded in 1989 with the mission to integrate sustainability into capital
markets for the health of the planet and its people. Its national network of investors, environmental
organizations and other public interest groups work together to address sustainability challenges such as
global climate change. The principles have been endorsed by 50 companies, including 13 Fortune 500.

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The Hannover Principles
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The Hannover Principles were formulated by Michael Braungart and William McDonough for Expo 2000
in Hannover, Germany. “[The Principles] are a set of maxims that encourage the design profession to
take sustainability into consideration. They are descriptive of a way of thinking, not prescriptions or
requirements.”® They provide a context for architects and other designers to reconcile conflicts between
economic gains, human health and the well-being of the environment (people/planet/profit).

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The Wingspread
Statement on the
Precautionary Principle
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The Precautionary Principle has been a major tool for shaping environmental and public health policy

in Europe (REACH, for example) and more recently in Canada. In the US, the Science and Health
Foundation (SEH) has been its leading proponent. The SEH was founded in 1998, following the Wingspread
Conference on the Precautionary Principle, where it was articulated by 32 scientists, policy makers and
philosophers. In 2003, the City of San Francisco adopted it as the basis of all its environmental policies.
